Antecedentes Generales
Se ofrece financiamiento complementario para estadias de profesores extranjeros en nuestra Escuela.
Los objetivos de este programa son:

- Generar/fortalecer actividades multidisciplinarias de investigacion.

- Ofrecer cursos de postgrado de alto nivel.

- Incrementar la productividad cientifica de los profesores o grupos involucrados.

Beneficios:
- El programa otorgard financiamiento complementario para estadias de entre 1 y 6 meses.
Solicitudes por estadias menores a 1 mes, seran estudiadas caso a caso.
- El' monto a pagar serd de M$1.500 para el primer mes y M$700 por cada mes adicional.
- Considerar que el impuesto actual fijado por el Estado para Investigadores Extranjeros es de un
20%.
- Se pagard, por una vez, el pasaje ida y vuelta en clase econdémica al pais de origen.

Restricciones

- Todo gasto adicional, tales como material docente o seguro médico, sera de cargo del profesor
visitante o anfitrion.

- La estadia debera iniciarse a mas tardar el 30 de Marzo de 2015. Investigadores que retrasen el
inicio de su estadia mas alla de esta fecha sin autorizacion del programa, perderan el beneficio
otorgado. Los profesores que deseen iniciar su estadia en una fecha posterior al 30 de Marzo de
2015, se les recomienda postular a la convocatoria del concurso siguiente.

- Laobtencion de visa de trabajo, requerida para estadias superiores a tres meses, también sera de
responsabilidad de los postulantes. La Escuela le proporcionara al candidato una carta de invitacion
dirigida al consulado Chileno méas cercano para iniciar la tramitacion de la visa. Se recomienda
iniciar este tramite con 3 meses de anticipacion a la llegada a Chile. Una vez en Chile, el profesor
visitante debera firmar el contrato de trabajo respectivo.

Antecedentes y requerimientos para postular
Acerca del profesor visitante:

- El profesor visitante debera poseer el grado de doctor y contar con una reconocida productividad
en revistas de corriente principal y trayectoria en investigacion, ademas de ser patrocinado por
un profesor de esta Escuela.

- Se evaluara positivamente que el profesor visitante dicte un seminario de amplio alcance
nacional o un curso de postgrado con participacion total o parcial.

- Se priorizaré a las postulaciones de profesores visitantes que no hayan gozado de este beneficio
en oportunidades anteriores.

- Teniendo presente que el aporte de la Escuela es complementario al que el profesor visitante y
anfitrion aportaran como contrapartida, el Comité de Postgrado evaluara positivamente este
dltimo monto.

El profesor anfitrién debera presentar:
- Formulario de Postulacion (que incluye el programa de trabajo);
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Carta del candidato, indicando su interés de participar en el proyecto y un compromiso de
permanecer en nuestra Escuela por la duracion total del proyecto.

CV del Profesor Visitante y Antecedentes para la confeccion del contrato: Nombre completo,
direccion, Rut o Tax Id.

En caso de dictar un curso de postgrado, deberd entregar el programa y contenido para ser
autorizado por el Comité de Postgrado.

Los profesores anfitriones deberan poseer el grado de doctor.

VISITING ACADEMIC POSITIONS
SECOND SEMESTER 2014 (TERMS & CONDITIONS)

The School of Engineering at the Pontificia Universidad Catdlica de Chile has available funding to
support visiting academic scholars to the University, for stays from one to six months. Interested
academics are welcome to apply for a visiting professor position for 2014. Specific information related
to the available competitive funding is detailed below.

Objectives:

The objectives of this program are primarily designed to:
e Generate and strengthen multidisciplinary research activities;
e Offer high level graduate courses; and
¢ Increment the scientific production of the research groups involved in the program.

Benefits:

The program offers the following benefits:

e The payment of a return economy class air ticket to the country of origin,

e The provision of supplementary funds for financing research stays from one to six months.
Applications for stays of less than 1 month, will be analysed case by case;

e Gross imbursement to successful applicants is Ch$1,500,000 (approximately US$ 3.000) for
the first month, and Ch$700,000 (app. USD 1400) for each additional month thereafter; note
that payment of Chilean income tax for foreigners is required at a rate of 20 per cent
(withheld and paid by the University).

Requirements:

The available funding is supplementary requiring successful applicants to provide additional funding.
Successful applicants must:

o Apply for a work or temporary visa for research stays of more than 3 months. The cost is
responsibility of the applicant. The School will issue an invitation letter to the nearest
Chilean consulate so the visiting professor can start the process 3 months prior to their
arrival in Chile;

e Pay for their own accommodation and living expenses during their stay;

e Meet all other additional expenses, including medical insurance and other academic
materials as required.

e The proposal awarded must begin no later than March 30th 2015. Awardees that delay the
beginning of their research stay after this date without express authorization from the
program forfeit the benefit awarded. Visiting scholars wishing to begin their stay after
March 30th are encouraged to apply to the Visiting Professor Position in following call.
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Conditions and requirements to apply:

In order to succeed, the following conditions should be met by the applicant:

The applicant must possess a PhD degree and a prolific activity in research.

The visiting scholar is expected to give a quality seminar with ample national coverage or to
give a graduate level course (fully or partially).

Have a formal invitation from a Faculty of our School

Be prepared to match funds provided. The School Graduate Committee evaluating
applications will view complementary funding positively.

In addition, the application must include:

The application form (including the work program);

A current curriculum vitae with attached letter expressing interest in participating in the
program;

The letter of interest a statement to agree to remain at the School for the complete duration
of the proposed stay; and

A brief working program indicating the proposed activities that will be undertaken during
the stay;

A description of the program and contents of any graduate course to be undertaken during
the visit must also be included for authorization by the School Graduate Committee.

An introduction letter of a sponsor professor of this school.
